Article IX, Florida Constitution: Education
B

0 Section 1. Public Education
o Requires a system of free public schools that allows students to obtain a high quality education and for the
establishment, maintenance, and operation of institutions of higher learning and other public education programs
that the needs of the people may require.

0 Section 2. State Board of Education
o The State Board of Education shall be a body corporate and have such supervision of the system of free public
education as is provided by law.

o Section 4. School districts; school boards
o The school board shall operate, control and supervise all free public schools within the school district ...

o Section 5. Superintendent of schools
o Ineach school district there shall be a superintendent of schools who shall be elected ... be employed by the district
school board.

0 Section 7. State University System
o Establishes a system of governance for the state university system comprised of all public universities, each with own
local board of trustees.

o Establishes a statewide Board of Governors to operate, regulate, control, and be fully responsible for the
management of the whole university system, including but not limited to defining the distinctive mission of each
constituent university and its articulation with free public schools and community colleges, ensuring the well-
planned coordination and operation of the system, and avoiding wasteful duplication of facilities or programs.
