Grants monitoring -Administers grants totaling $26,076,540 to 22 programs at 8
private colleges and universities in Florida. The Florida Resident Access Grant
(FRAG) and Access to Better Learning and Education (ABLE) grant are administered
by the Office of Student Financial Assistance.

Fair Consumer Practices -Collects the information pursuant to section 1005.04,
Florida Statutes, from the 28 not-for-profit, degree-granting colleges & universities
located in and chartered by the state. The Office also prepares the Physical Plant
Safety report annually pursuant to section 1013.11, Florida Statutes.

Address Student Complaints -Refers students to existing institutional policies to
resolve their concerns. In some cases, the Office follows-up with the concerned
institution to ensure that the institution has published and followed its own procedures
for addressing student complaints per section 1005.04(h), Florida Statutes.

Leqgislative Budget Reqguests (LBR) —Prepares the LBRs for the 8 private colleges
and universities that receive line item appropriations from the Legislature annually.

Long Range Program Planning (LRPP) —Annually updates the LRPP for the private
colleges and universities in Florida.
