offered by each school district in the state categorized by 25 

career cluster, school, grade level, and the number of students 26 

enrolled.

 2. Identify the total amount of funding provided for the 28 

secondary career and technical education programs offered by 29 

each school district in the state. 30 

 3. Compare existing secondary career and technical 31 

education program offerings with data on in-demand careers and 32 

the state’s economic needs to identify industry opportunities in 33 

which increased program offerings would support state and local 34 

needs.  35 

 4. List career dual enrollment programs offered in each 36 

school district in the state categorized by program type, 37 

offering location, and the number of students enrolled. The list 38 

must indicate the credential earned upon completion of the 39 

program and if the credential is part of a sequence as 40 
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identified by the Credentials Review Committee pursuant to s. 41
